Serial dilutions

· Kimwipes

· label your bottles!  All of them!

· Dilutions:

· Name, dilution 

· Stock solution: refer to original directions- some of you still need to do this!

Wavelength for absorbance on a Spec 20 or 21

Going the 400 – 700 range is sufficient (in 25 nm increments)

Clean up today:

· Make sure the caps are on all of your bottles correctly

· Put sample used to spec for wavelengths in the copper sulfate waste bottle

· Put extra copper sulfate solution in the copper sulfate waste bottle

· Please only put water down the sink. We don’t want copper sulfate going to the wastewater treatment plant or the bay.
