· It is wise to leave at least 1 lane blank on your gels so that if someone messes up, they can use the blank lane. In other words, no more than 4 people should sign up for a spot on any gels. (That is why we’re running 4 gels instead of 3).
· What the small plastic tool does
· MM = master mix: thermophyllic enzyme, dNTPs, buffer, MgCl2
· PM= primer mix: the primers that we need to find the location on our DNA
