Calculate the genotype frequencies for these people. Assume we are looking at one locus that has multiple alleles.

Jose is heterozygous. One of the alleles shows up 64% of the time in the population. His other allele shows up 23% of the time in the population. 

Maria is homozygous, but her allele frequency is quite small, only 7%. She has 2 copies of the allele, but it only shows up in the population 7% of the time.
