What is on the test for Sept 24?

Solution math

· Practice your homework problems. The actual test will look a lot like the homework problems and the examples in the guide sheets.

Fermentation

· What kinds of organisms can be used for fermentation?

· What can be made by fermentation?

Indicators

· What are indicators? What information do they give you?

Beano

· What is an enzyme? What do enzymes do?

· The enzyme in Beano, what does it do?

· What were we testing for in the Beano lab? Why could we test for that substance?

To prepare for tests:

1. Study all that has been handed out to you.

2. Redo homework problems

3. Redo example problems

4. Change numbers in the homework problems and solve them

5. Make a section in your lab notebook for biotech math. Make sure you list it in your table of contents.  Include in this section

a. Definitions used with solutions

b. Examples of math problems

c. Notes you took from guide sheets

d. Notes you took from going over solution stuff in class

6. You get to use your laboratory notebook on the test so make sure you have your labs as thoroughly done as possible. If you did not put anything in your lab notebook for Beano and you want to, put it right after the cheese/root beer (or right after math) and put down the notes you want to put in your lab notebook for Beano. If you want to reanswer the conclusion questions from Beano so that you have the answers for the test, that is fine.

7. If you want to add information about the cheese and root beer lab so that you have that information with you for the test, be sure to write it with your lab notes.

8. You should NOT create a section of the lab notebook just for the test. All of the stuff mentioned on this paper should just naturally fall in place in your lab notebook.  Since it is the beginning of the year and you did not do Beano in your lab notebook to begin with, it is fine to create a Beano page.  Normally you should not just put information in the lab notebook to cram for a test. 

9. For example, as we go through solution math, it is wise to put definitions, examples, and notes about solutions in your notebook. Just tossing it in the notebook to prep for a test or final is not the habit Ms Getz wants you to have. She wants you to pace yourself and put things in your lab notebook as you cover them.

10. You may NOT tape in the guide sheets. If you have notes about solutions in your lab notebook they are there because you hand wrote the information into the lab notebook (as in a form of studying.)
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
