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Corn Video

The corn video takes you through lots of things that show how corn is grown, how its genetic material is preserved, and how it is used in multiple products. Your job is to pay attention to the video and analyze it in terms of biological molecules.  Identify the biological molecule they are talking about and how they are using it.

Hint: corn starch and corn syrup are carbohydrates

Note: there may be more biological molecules or organisms involved than the 4 main categories we have been studying. If that is the case, list the molecules or organisms that don’t fall into the 4 categories we’ve been studying. (stuff other than fats, nucleic acids, proteins, and carbohydrates)
