Paper diagrams for ELISA

Each lab group will get a set of paper cut-outs.  Your job is to make two diagrams showing and explaining ELISA.

Diagram 1:

Illustrate competitive ELISA.  Make sure you label the objects with the labels- write on them and place them in an appropriate location. You may cut the labels into a different shape. You may cut the paper cut-outs to show antigen-antibody specificity.

Diagram 2:

Your choice- either an indirect ELISA or a double antibody sandwich. If you know of a different type of ELISA, you can do that, too.
Things that may help:

The “Y” represent antibodies

The “E” stands for enzyme

The “S” stands for substrate

The random shapes are available to be antigens
Tape your objects on an acetate sheet, not the paper part of the sheet. The paper part is just to give a white background and some extra strength to the sheet.  If you want to write on the white sheet so there are words behind the acetate sheet, that is fine. You’re taping to the acetate sheet b/c Ms Getz wants to reuse the shapes and it will be easier to remove them from acetate than paper.
Make sure your names are on the diagram- perhaps on a label stuck on the acetate sheet.
There are more cutouts than are in your envelope. If you need more antibodies or antigens, just ask. They may be available.
