Book Chat 2008-2009
Biotechnology students are to read TWO books, one of which MUST be non-fiction. 

Due dates:

Book chat for book 1 is due January 9, 2009 (you are strongly recommended to do the book chat before winter break because there will not be many appointments available in January)

Book chat for book 2 is due May 29, 2009

Book chats can be scheduled for any time BEFORE these dates. 
Assignment:

· Read your book.

· Make an appointment with Ms. Getz to talk about your book. 

· Bring your book to the book chat so that Ms. Getz can refer to it during the chat. You may also bring notes you took while reading the book. 

· Talk with Ms. Getz for 15 – 20 minutes about the book. It is your goal to prove to her that you read the book and got something out of it other than just completing an assignment. 

Types of questions you will be asked:

· Did you like the book? Why or why not?

· Why is this book approved for reading in a biotechnology class?

· Have you read anything else by this author?

· Do you plan to read anything else by this author?

· Tell me about the book. Who are the main characters, what do they do?

· Was anything exciting or gross in the book?  If so, please describe.

· Would you recommend this book to other?  Why or why not?

Restrictions:

1. Any book in Ms Getz’s library in the back of the Bio lab may be used to meet the requirements of this assignment. 

2. If you do not use one of Ms. Getz’s books, you must have it approved before you use it for this assignment. Do not show up for your book chat without having had your book approved in writing by Ms. Getz.  She will NOT approve any book that has been made into a movie. 

3. You may read two non-fiction books.  At least one of the two books you read must be non-fiction. 

Do NOT wait until the last day to do your Book Chat. Chances are you will not be able to even make an appointment and therefore will forfeit all of these points.  20 project points
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
