Chapter assignments, update for semester 2

There will still be three main parts to the chapter work:

· Vocabulary

· Taking ownership of information in diagrams

· Making a concept map based on the chapter

Vocabulary:

You are still expected to make vocabulary cards as per chapter instructions. The word goes on one side of the card; the definition on the other. The definitions should be in the context of the textbook. Do not use a regular dictionary for the definitions; use your book. In case you forgot the instructions from last semester:

Vocabulary- using half-size index cards write the definition on one side of the card and the word on the other side. Hole punch the index card and put on a ring for submission for points. Each card should have the chapter number written on it somewhere.  At least one card should have the student’s name on it. Cards should be put on the ring so their sense follows the same direction. They should not be flipped and/ or randomly organized.

· 1 point per word (process grade. The quizzes will be Content grades.)

Diagrams:

You are to redraw specific diagrams and write at least one complete sentence that explains what the diagram shows. Do NOT trace the diagram or just copy it the exact way it is drawn. When you do the diagrams, make sure you demonstrate that you were THINKING while doing the diagram and not merely copying the diagram onto paper. If all you are doing is copying a diagram, you are wasting your time and mine and therefore may receive 0 points.

· 5 points per diagram including written explanation (Content grade because you are taking ownership of the information.)

Concept map:

This is the analytical part of the chapter work. You will probably do this part last after you have familiarized yourself with the vocabulary and concepts in the chapter. Every person’s concept map should be unique because each individual should do his/her own analysis of what the information means in the chapter. If any two (or more) concept maps are identical in whole or in part, they risk losing all points for the concept map.  You may want to start with your vocabulary cards and organize them like we did with the post-it notes. Figure out how the vocabulary words and the words required on the concept map are related and write linking words to explain their relationships. The more advanced the analysis, the more points you will earn.
