SOAPS PLUS – the discussion follow up paragraph
Paragraph 1:

Subject- What is the essay/article’s topic? What is it about- does not have to be as detailed as your pre-discussion paragraph
Occasion- Why did the writer write this article at this time? What is timely about this topic? Is it relevant to what is happening today or is it a historical piece of work?
Audience- To whom does the writer address his/her concerns? Is it a specific population? Are you part of the intended audience? Why would this be the audience addressed by this article/essay?
Purpose- Why did the writer write the article/essay? What does s/he want to convince readers of or persuade them to do?

Speaker- Who is the writer? What are his/her credentials? Why should readers take seriously what s/he has to say? 

Paragraph 2:

Progression of discussion- how did the discussion progress? Did you get to say your ideas? If not, what do you recommend be done differently so that you can speak your mind?
Learning during discussion- what did you learn by reading the article and by doing the discussion? 
Unknowns you still have- What questions do you have that were not answered during the discussion? What questions do you have BECAUSE of the discussion?
Synopsis of the article/discussion experience- Summarize this experience for you- how was time used well; what was a waste of time; do you now think about this topic differently than you did before you read the article or had the discussion; why is knowing this information important; do you think you’ll use this information again in the future, if so, how?
